Annually the Homeless Alliance must update its Housing Inventory Chart, a complete list of all homeless housing programs in the CoC and submit it to HUD.  There is now a Housing Inventory Chart Report in HMIS that will make updating and submitting the data to HUD easier and more efficient.   Once you have submitted the form it will be entered into the administrative area of HMIS by HAWNY.

Residential programs should complete Part I and Part II.  
· If you have multiple residential programs, complete a form for each program.
· If you have one program with multiple types of beds, serve multiple households or have different availability, complete Part II for each.
Examples: 
· An emergency housing program that has Code Blue beds would complete Part II twice; one for their year round beds; and one for their Code Blue beds.  Code Blue beds should be designated as “Overflow” beds in the Availability question.
· A transitional housing program that serves both individual women and women with children would complete Part II twice:  one for the number of beds for individual women and one for the number of beds for women with children.
